 Short sets to 4, best 2 out of 3 sets. A 7-point tiebreak will be played at 3 games all. A 10-point match 

tiebreak will be played at one set all.  

 All players must be registered in the TennisLink system and show a 3 team match history (one can be a default) 

 In no event can more than two substitutes be added to a team’s roster for competition, to reach the minimum.  Any 

substitutions must be submitted to and approved prior to the championship 

 State Champions will qualify for the USTA Jr. Team Tennis Section Event in Mobile, Alabama (Aug 21-23) 

 Players must remain age eligible through August 31
st
 of the Championships year to be eligible for advancement 

opportunities to State, Southern, and National Championships

 Each player has to have a two match history documented on TennisLink
